EIS CAMPAIGN AGAINST CUTS IN EDUCATION SPENDING:

MARCH AND RALLY – SATURDAY 6 MARCH 2010 – GLASGOW

The EIS is committed to fighting public sector spending cuts in order to protect education funding.    Local Authorities are facing severe financial difficulties and in the coming years budgets will be cut.  When cuts are made in education budgets it is the children who suffer.    We have already seen how in many cases teachers, particularly in Support for Learning, are not being replaced.   As well as placing an increased workload on those teachers remaining in post, pupils inevitably receive less teacher time.   Staffing standards are being eroded across Scotland resulting in difficulties in delivering a full curriculum.    CPD provision is being cut at a time of major curriculum change.   The situation is inevitable going to get worse over the next few years.

The EIS nationally is highlighting the concerns of teachers and wants to make clear to politicians and the general public exactly what the threat to Scottish Education is.    The first major public event connected with this campaign is a march and rally to be held in Glasgow on Saturday 6th March.  The success of this demonstration will depend on the number of people who attend.   Highland Local Association Executive agreed that I write to each member of the EIS in Highland to encourage them to attend the march if at all possible.   It was also agreed that transport will be made available to members wishing to attend.  This would take the form of buses being organised in various parts of the Council area to transport members to and from Glasgow on the 6th March.   The march is likely to start at 11am with a rally in Glasgow City Centre around noon.  

In order to ascertain the number of buses required and the geographical spread I would be grateful if you could let me know as soon as possible if you would be interested in attending this rally and if you would require a seat on a bus.
